ADOPTION OF THE MINUTES – Ms. Wilson

ACADEMIC PROGRAMS – Dr. Atkins-Brady 
Dr. Atkins-Brady presented the following program to be renamed. 

· Mass Communications AS to Communication AS

She explained this name change is to match the required name of the VCCS common curriculum.

2025-2026 BOARD MEETING DATES – Dr. Fiege 
Dr. Fiege presented the proposed 2025-2026 meeting dates for review. The proposed dates will be voted on at the May meeting.

LOCAL FUNDS BUDGET- Ms. Quash
Ms. Quash presented the local funds budget ending January 31, 2025. She thoroughly reviewed each account and explained the expenditures.

PRESIDENT’S EVALUATION PROCESS – Dr. Pettengill 
Dr. Pettengill reviewed the evaluation process, noting it has changed slightly this year. She explained an evaluation survey will be sent out to be completed by April 11. The Board will then send a summary letter to the Chancellor along with Dr. Fiege’s self-assessment. Dr. Fiege asked for two volunteers to review the survey results and to complete the one-page summary letter that will be signed by the Board Chair. Dr. Marks and Ms. Ingram agreed to review the results and create the letter.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT –Dr. Fiege
· Enrollment Update

Dr. Fiege gave an enrollment update stating that we were up 7% as of earlier this week and CCWA is up 10%. The entire system is up 2-3%. He commented that it is good to see the VCCS tracking up. 
· Legislative Update

Dr. Fiege reminded the Board of the $136 million ask from the VCCS. However, it is not currently in the plan. Even though the funds are not available, the VCCS is discussing how to more forward. Dr. Fiege stated that he took a group of students to the General Assembly last week to visit with legislators and discuss their community college experiences. Dr. Fiege also went to Washington D.C. for the National Legislative Summit and met with Congresswoman McClellan and Congressman Wittman. 

· Day-In Visits

Dr. Fiege would like to continue with the Day-In visits to the different localities in Brightpoint’s service region. Currently, there are no visits scheduled but he and/or Ms. Armstrong will be in touch to find a time for Dr. Fiege and his team to visit. Dr. Marks suggested having folks from the different localities visit the campuses to see our facilities and learn more about the programs we have to offer. Dr. Fiege agreed and noted it would be best to wait for students to be present. 

· College Board Manual Update

Dr. Fiege announced that the College Board Manual has been updated and will be sent out to the Board. 
· Artificial Intelligence VCCS Taskforce

Dr. Fiege stated that the President’s Student Advisory Council had a great meeting with a few faculty members to discuss Artificial Intelligence. Both students and faculty were adamant that students need to submit their own work and not just use AI for an assignment. Dr. Fiege noted that there is an AI Task 
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Force at the System Office and there are three Brightpoint representatives that serve.
